KELOĞLAN: Keloglan which means "bald boy" in English is a well known Turkish folk tale character.He is fatherless and lives with his old mother.He  has big dreams,he is honured, helpful and romantic. NASREDDİN HODJA: Nasreddin Hodja is one of the most important and  popular character of Turkish Literature.Nasreddin Hoca was a philosopher, wise, witty man with a good sense of humor.He was very clever and had an answer to almost all the problems and the dilemmas of his time.His stories have been told almost everywhere in the world.People in Turkey still laugh and think about his tricks, common sense, anecdotes and ingeniousness.

Hacivat and Karagöz  are the lead characters of the traditional Turkish shadow play.They were born in Bursa.The central theme of the plays are constrasting interaction between the two main characters. Karagöz represents the illiterate but straightforward public, whereas Hacivat belongs to the educated class.Karagöz’snative wit always gets the better of Hacivat’s learning.

TEMEL-DURSUN:
When we think of Turkish national humor,the first thing that comes to our mind is the” Laz jokes”.The people of the eastern Black Sea region in Turkey are called Laz.Temel is a prominent character of Laz jokes.He also has a friend,Dursun.They are actually known to be clever,but sometimes they make major mistakes which become the subject of many jokes.Laz jokes can be compared to Irish jokes told in England and Polish jokes told in the U.S.
